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The Chao Feng Chinese Orchestra

The Melbourne Chao Feng Chinese Orchestra was established in 1982 with the aim of promoting
traditional Chinese culture and music in Australia. The Orchestra is an active member of the
Australian Multicultural Art Council, contributing regularly to major multicultural events in Australia.

Besides traditional Chinese music, the Orchestra also performs contemporary work, including newly
arranged pieces of selected international collections and modern interpretation of Australian folk
songs.

The orchestra is well known for its devotion to nurture future Chinese music talents and its passion
of bringing traditional Chinese music to the Australian community through seminars and workshops
in universities, schools, community groups and organisations. It has also been actively involved in
many fund raising performances for charity.

In these decades, the Orchestra has worked with many reputable overseas Chinese orchestras to
perform in Australia and around the world. They include the Hong Kong Music Lover Chinese
Orchestra, the Hong Kong Juvenile and Youth Classical Chinese Orchestra, the Hong Kong YWCA
Chinese Orchestra, the Singapore Keat Hong Chinese Orchestra, the Temasek Polytechnic Chinese
Orchestra, and the PCC Chinese Orchestra of Malaysia. In 2008, the orchestra participated in the
Hong Kong International Festival of Chinese Orchestras, to perform together with the renowned
Hong Kong Chinese Orchestra and forty Chinese orchestras from various countries. Back in
Melbourne, the Orchestra has always been the meeting place for a constant stream of local and
overseas visiting musicians since its inception.

Among numerous concert recordings, the orchestra has also made a unique recording of the
Australian National Anthem with traditional Chinese musical instruments. This unique recording can
be used by local Councils and community organisations for occasions such as Citizenship
ceremonies.

Building on its exceptional achievements in these 29 years, the Chao Feng Chinese Orchestra will
continue to serve the community and promote traditional Chinese music in Australia.

Qinghai Folk Music Arranged by Chiu Shing NG

Originally a well-known Qinghai love song, this tune was arranged to be a sing-and-dance
piece in the 50s. In Qinghai, Hua-er (flower) represents young ladies. The melody is lyrical
and dance-like. It describes the sincere love among young people.

Harvest Joy

Chaoxian Zu Folk Song Arranged by Chiu Shing NG

The music depicts the joyful scene of Chaoxian Zu peasants having a bumper harvest in
the field. Based on traditional folk melody, the music has a strong Chaoxian flavor.



Along the Strategic Pass

Ancient Tune Arranged by Da Sen Zhang

The piece is an ancient tune in "Wen Qu" style which is gentle and smooth. It profoundly
describes the sadness of Lady Zhao Jun Wang and her gloomy feelings of missing her
homeland.

Dashing through Life

Composed by Da Li Chen and Xiu Nan Chen Arranged by Jia Hua Li

This is a very popular song sung by the famous pop singer Sally Yip in 1991. This piece
describes that life is short but all the natural phenomena such as the come and go of the
tidal waves will not stop. It suggests one should live light-heartedly so as to face
different challenges and embrace happiness.

Legend of Dagger Li

Composed by Joseph Koo Arranged by Jia Hua Li

This is the theme song of a Hong Kong TV series with the same title in the 1970’s. The
music has a strong rhythm with a trace of sorrowfulness. It depicts Li who is famous
with his flying daggers and his kungfu is no second to others but unable to marry the
woman he loves.
